RESOLUTION NO. __ _ 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE 
AMENDMENTS TO THE WATER SERVICE BOUNDARIES BETWEEN THE CITIES OF 
BENTONVILLE, LOWELL, ROGERS, AND SPRINGDALE, ARKANSAS. 

WHEREAS, the cities of Bentonville, Fayetteville, Rogers, and Springdale, Arkansas, were 
signatory to a certain Memorandum of Understanding, executed in 1967 with the Beaver Water 
District; and 

WHEREAS, said Memorandum of Understanding established water service areas for the cities as 
well as the City of Lowell, Arkansas; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Springdale entered ioto an agreement with the City of Lowell to provide 
water service to users located within Lowell's designated water service area; and 

WHEREAS, the cities of Bentonville. Fayetteville, Lowell, Rogers, and Springdale have previously 
agreed to amend the territorial boundaries created by the 1967 Memorandum of Understanding in 
order to conform to revisions in political boundaries and to provide water and sanitary sewer 
services to patrons in the most feasible or practical manner; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Rogers currently has water and sanitary sewer facilities in close proximity 
to properties owned by the Rogers School District and First National Bank.; and 

WHEREAS, said properties are located in the City of Lowell's water service area and the O'WIlers of 
both parcels have expressed their desire to obtain utility services from the City of Rogers; and 

WHEREAS, a modification of the current water service boundary transferring both properties from 
the City of Lowell to the City of Rogers is agreeable to each city; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Springdale has recently agreed to allow certain parcels of land to be de­
imnexed from its corporate limits and annexed into the cities of Lowell and Cave Springs, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Cave Springs is under contract to purchase treated water from the City of 
Bentonville, Arkansas; and 

WHEREAS, the cities of Springdale, Lowell. and Bentonville have a mutual desire to adjust the 
current water service boundaries in such a manner so that water service to users in each city will 
conform to the revised corporate boundaries established for each city; and

A RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING THE EXECUTION OF AN AGREEMENT MODIFYING 
TIIE CURRENT WATER SERVICE BOUNDARIES BETWEENTIIE CITIES OF 
BENTONVILLE, LOWELL, ROGERS, AND SPRINGDALE, ARKANSAS. 

WHEREAS, the cities of aentonvi1Ie, Fayettevi)le, Rogers, and Springdale, Arkansas, were 
signatory to a certain Memorandum of Understanding, executed in 1967 with the Beaver Water 
District; and 

WHEREAS, said Memorandum of Understanding established water service areas for the cities as 
well as the City of Lowell, ArkBnsas; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Springdale entered into an agreement with the City of Lowell to provide 
water service to users located within Lowell's designated water service area; and 

WHEREAS, the cities of Bentonville, Fayetteville, Lowell, Rogers, and Springdale have previously 
agreed to amend the territorial boundaries created by the 1967 Memorandum of Understanding in 
order to conform to revisions in political boundaries and to provide water and sanitary sewer 
services to patrons in the most feasible or practical manner; and

to properties owned by the Rogers School District and First National Bank; and
