YOUTH SOFTBALL INFORMATION SHEET-2014
Cost: $45
All players must have their own softball/baseball helmet with a chin strap (face mask recommended).  The Springdale Softball League is divided into grades.  The K-1st grade rag ball league will hit off a tee the 1st half of the season and the coach can pitch the 2nd half.  The 2nd-3rd grade league will hit with a pitching machine all season.  The 4th-5th graders will be kid pitch.  All three leagues are instructional softball leagues.  Basic skills will be taught with emphasis on fundamentals and team play.  FUN & LEARNING WILL BE STRESSED, NOT WINNING, IN THE ABOVE LEAGUES.  The 6th-7th and 8th-9th grade league are kid pitch.
How does my child get put on a team? 
· The softball director puts all girls on teams according to what grade and school they attend.  

· All placements on teams are final.

· Teams may not enter the league already formed. ( NO EXCEPTIONS) 

The girls will be contacted and told what team they are on.  Please DO NOT call the Youth Center unless you have not heard by April 14th.  When your coach calls, make sure you get her/his name and phone number. 
Sportsmanship is TOP priority in this league! This rule applies not only to players but parents also. Yelling, cursing or disorderly conduct towards children, umpires, coaches, and other parents are strictly prohibited. Umpires, supervisors, and Youth Center staff reserve the right to remove any person from J.B Hunt facility for failure to show good sportsmanship.

THIS PROGRAM DOES NOT CARRY INSURANCE COVERAGE.  If your child gets hurt, it is your responsibility to provide insurance.

All teams are RECREATIONAL (just for fun and learning).  A scoreboard will not be used for grades K-3rd.  Everyone is learning, so do not yell or complain.  If you have a complaint, write it in letterform, sign it, and turn it into the youth center office.

If your child misses a game or practice, it is your responsibility to find out when the next one is.  You should call the coach; don’t wait for them to call you.  Also, find out where and when the practices are and what time they are over.  Your child is YOUR responsibility, so please be there when the game/practice is over. 

RAINOUTS:  If it rains and you have a practice or game scheduled, call your coach to see if it is canceled. Please DO NOT CALL the Youth Center.  Game rainouts: The Youth Center WILL TRY to make a decision by 4:00 and the coaches can call in after that time.  Your coach will call you when they find out or you can check our website listed below, click the game status button. Please sign up for the alert system and you will get an immediate notification on when games are canceled.
