EQUIPMENT AND TRYOUTS

Remember, your child must get a physical before he/she can pick up equipment or participate.

YOU MUST BRING YOUR PROOF OF A PHYSICAL FROM A PHYSICIAN TO THE YOUTH CENTER BY AUGUST 6TH TO BE ELIGIBLE. DO NOT GIVE IT TO COACHES. IF IT IS NOT TURNED INTO THE OFFICE BY THE 6th, YOUR CHILD IS NOT ELIGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE.
Pick up helmet & shoulder pads at the Youth Center August 9th between 11:00 am – 2:00 pm.  Players must provide football pants/pads, mouthpiece, & practice jersey.   There will be NO EARLY PICK UP. If you cannot pick up equipment that day, you must call and set up a time to pick up your equipment. 
6th GRADERS: If you are participating in the Kids Day Football, keep your equipment
Tryouts will be August 10thh: 6:00 pm for 7th Grade & 7:00 pm for 6th Grade at Tyson Complex Babe Ruth Baseball Field. (By batting cages)
.  **ALL PLAYERS TRYING OUT must come to tryouts with:  proof of physical submitted, mouthpiece, shoulder pads, helmet, and football pants with pads.  If they do not have all of the above, they will not go through the tryouts and will be assigned to a team later.  If they played on a team last year, they will be on the same team this year (do not go to tryouts).

**If player is not contacted by coaches by Aug. 11, please call SYC.  Practice begins Aug. 12.  Games begin after Labor Day.
INSURANCE is provided in your registration fee.  This is a secondary policy.  Should you have a claim, contact the Youth Center.

PLAYER INFORMATION

**Always bring plenty of water to a practice or game.  Water is the best thing to replenish lost fluids.

**Make sure you get the coach(es) name and phone numbers.  If you miss a practice or game, it is your

responsibility to find out when the next practice or game is scheduled.

**Take good care of your equipment. DO NOT PUT STICKERS ON HELMETS.  If anything is broken when you turn the equipment in, you could be asked to pay for it.  If, for some reason, you do not finish the season, turn in your equipment immediately. DO NOT PUT NAMES ON JERSEYS!!! You are required to return jerseys at the end of the season. There is a replacement cost of $50 if you alter your child’s jersey.
**IN CASE OF BAD WEATHER…DO NOT CALL THE YOUTH CENTER.  Call your coach to see if a practice or game has been cancelled.
