EQUIPMENT AND TRYOUTS

Remember, your child must get a physical before he/she can pick up equipment or participate.  
Pick up helmet & shoulder pads at the Youth Center August 10th between 11:00 am –2:00 pm.  Players must provide football pants/pads, mouthpiece, & practice jersey.  There will be NO EARLY PICK UP. If you cannot pick up equipment that day, you must call and set up a time to pick up your equipment.

**If player is not contacted by coaches by Aug. 15th, please call SYC.  Practice begins Aug.16th.  Teams are limited to 3 practices per week before Labor Day and 2 practices per week after Labor Day.  Games begin after Labor Day.
INSURANCE is provided in your registration fee.  This is a secondary policy.  Should you have a claim, contact the Youth Center.

PLAYER INFORMATION

**Always bring plenty of water to a practice or game.  Water is the best thing to replenish lost fluids.

**Make sure you get the coach(es) name and phone numbers.  If you miss a practice or game, it is your
